Aileron Differenfial ?

Now here is a neat trick that will make your RC model perform better and you a better flyer. In addition, it's
easy to accomplish. Most aircraft (not all), full scale or models, when rolling into a bank will experience a
condition called adverse yaw. In other words, when rolling into a turn, the nose of the plane wants to swing
towards the outside of the turn. Pilots know this and as they begin their bank they feed-in rudder in the
direction of the turn to keep the nose tracking properly. A good RC pilot will do the same. So what causes
adverse yaw...it's the ailerons! Let's say you want to turn left, so you roll into a left bank...the left aileron
goes up like a spoiler, killing a portion of lift and the left wing sinks. At the same time, the right aileron

goes down creating more lift and the right wing rises. Unfortunately, the aileron also acts like a speed

brake causing the right wing to slow down which forces the nose to swing away from the direction of the
turn.

There are several ways to stop this from happening. The easiest, as mentioned, is to use the aircraft's
rudder to keep the nose turning the proper direction. The second method is to set your ailerons to operate
in a differential way with the up movement about 2 1/2 times more than the down movement. This can be

done mechanically or with your transmitter's program menu (check your manual for the set-up procedure).

Remember: If you are using only one servo to operate your

ailerons, you can set-up a mechanical differential by using a disc

actuator on the servo rather than a bar. R. Miller 10% DOWN
