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[image: image4.png]I was at our flight field operating off of
| a catapult I had made for small and

 medium electric aircraft. The catapult
did its job as designed. It launched an
aircraft twice as fast and far as the
normal hand launch. The aircraft would
depart the catapult in a climbing

attitude, straight and level...but after

about thirty feet, the aircraft would start a slow turn to the left which was easily
corrected. This drift to the left was a constant that was experienced on additional
launches. On one launch, a cross wind caught the low wing and forced the aircraft into a
sharp left turn towards the pit area. Fortunately, everyone had been warned of the
launch and were somewhat prepared for the aircraft’s diversion from the intended flight
path...it was a scary and embarrassing moment that ended okay. Sorry guys...it won't
happen again!

But the question remains...what combination of forces caused this slow roll to the left?
The aerodynamics gurus highlight three: TORQUE, P-FACTOR and SPIRAL SLIP
STREAM...all three combine to shove the nose of the aircraft to the left. The perfect
condition for this to happen is when the aircraft is moving slowly, the nose is pulled up
to a high angle of attack with the throttle at max...you guessed...most of the time it
occurs during take-off. TORQUE is an opposite reaction to the propeller rotating
clockwise and it will yaw the nose of the aircraft to the left. This is why we angle the
motor to the right in an effort to counteract this movement. P-FACTOR happens when
the aircraft is in a climb. The descending blade of the propeller has a steeper angle of
attack than the blade coming up which pushes the nose left...but the biggest culprit is
the SPIRAL SLIP STREAM. The prop pushes air rearward in a clockwise corkscrew that
wraps around the fuselage and hits the vertical stabilizer (rudder) on the left side forcing
the tail to swing right and yaw the nose to the left. As the aircraft speeds up and power
is reduced, the corkscrew smooths out and the left turning pressure dissipates.

So, when you're in the take-off mode, be it from a catapult or grass runway and the
aircraft is climbing slowly at max power...look out for that slow roll to the left. To
minimize this tendency, see "The Antitorque Device" by John Hunton, page 36 in the
October 2009 issue of "Model Aviation." R. Miller
